2. The competition would like to promote musical culture encouraging young people to study music.
3. The competition will be held in Verbania Intra from 04 – 06 December 2008 c/o the Auditorium of Famiglia Studenti "Il Chiostro" - Via Fratelli Cervi, 14 - Verbania-Intra.

8. Application forms shall: 
a. be filled on the form enclosed or on a copy of it; 
b. contain all the data demanded on the form; 
c. be accompanied by: 
- birth certificate in unstamped paper or copy of unexpired ID 
- photocopy of the money transfer or copy of the postal money order. 
9. Application forms, full and accompanied by the documents as specified in the preceding article, shall be sent by registered letter to: Prof. Lilia Bertola, Via Antonio Rosmini 45 - 28845 Domodossola (VB) , not later than  07 November 2008 (09 November 2008 by email).
10. Applications sent beyond the deadline may be considerated with the judgment of the Contest's jury.
11. The candidates may enter a higher category of their age and enter more sections of the competition.
12. Juries will be composed by Conservatory's teachers, orchestra's teachers and very famous concertists. Juries' members will have to abstain in judging the performance of pupils with which they had teaching relationships in the two previous years.
13. Juries may interrupt performances or ask for a repetition if they think is right. The candidate may go on with the performance beyond the maximum limit of time for compositions of unitary character in reasonable excess, except the interruption by the jury.
14. The members of each jury will express their valuation for each candidate by a vote in hundredsth in secret voting. The score of each candidate will be the result of an average of the votes expressed by the singles members.
15. Candidates who have or have had studying or teaching relationship with the associated of Rotary Club "Pallanza-Stresa" are not allowed to participate.
16. For the section II Solo, the section III Chamber music, the section V lyric, lideristic and choral singing,  a plate prize will be given, for each category, to the candidate who will have got the higher score of his category.
For each category of the sections I , II and IV will be given the following prizes: 
- first prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 95/100 
- second prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 90/100 
- third prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 85/100. 
17. For the section IV Piano performance in one category will be given the following prizes in order of score: 
first prize

“Paul Harris' Prize” 
second prize
“Paul Harris' Prize” 
third prize

“Paul Harris' Degree” 
18. We foresee concerts prize for the winners of the Piano Execution section and for the winners of sections II, III, and V, given as judgement of jury . Conditions of these performances will be arranged directly between musicians and concert associations.   
19. The time-table of audiences will be available from 24 November 2008. Concertists will have to ask for information to the reception office since that date.  
20. Candidates will have to go up for auditions in time with ID. Those who arrive later will be excluded from the competition and might be admitted again, by jury's judgement, only if the late is justified and documented, in any case only if auditions of their section or category are not ended.  

21. The total amount of the enrolment fees, deducted the expenses, will have following destination: for  "Casa sollievo della sofferenza" San Giovanni Rotondo
22. The management purpose to change this regulation or, when causes independent from its own willing would not allow to realize it, to cancel the whole Contest or a part of it . Only in that case, application fees would be refunded.
The organization is not responsible about risk and damage that may happen to the candidate during the whole Contest.
23. Following Art. 10 of Law 675/96 about "Protection of personal datas" the Management inform that datas given at the moment of the enrolment will be kept and used only to send information about the Contest and that, following Art. 13 of the same Law, the data's owner has the right to know, modify, cancel and change them and to make opposition about the use of them.
24. All is not decided in this regulation will be decided by the management of the contest.
25. The participation to the contest allow the whole and absolute agreement with this regulation.
