Regulation
1. World wide musicians of both sexes may enter the competition.

2. The competition would like to promote musical culture encouraging young people to study music.

3. The competition will be held in Verbania from 04 to 06 December 2008 c/o "Famiglia Studenti - Il Chiostro" via F.lli Cervi, 14.

4. Here there are sections, categories and auditions of the competition:

SECTION III: PIANO PERFORMANCE – for solo

One-category

Auditions: Preliminary - Semifinal - Final

Program

Preliminary phase

A sonata of D. Scarlatti, or an other harpsichordist, or a prelude and fugue of J.S. Bach; a study, at the candidate's choice, of Chopin or Scriabin or Debussy or Rachmaninoff or Saint-Saens or Prokofieff or Strawinsky

Semifinal phase (maximum duration 30 minutes)
The first time of a sonata of Haydn or Mozart or Beethoven; One important composition or more of the romantic period; One or more compositions from Debussy up.

Final phase

The candidate has to perform a concert programme, maximum duration 50 minutes, in which he may repeat only one of the compositions executed in the former phases.

SECTION IV: SOLO WITH ORCHESTRA

One-category

Auditions: preliminary with solo instrument, final accompanied on the piano

Preliminary phase (maximum duration 15 minutes) a piece for solo and orchestra performed only by the solo.

Final phase (maximum duration 40 minutes) a piece for solo and orchestra to perform accompanied on the piano (accompanist pianist in charge of the candidate).

5. It isn't compulsory performance by heart.

Sections I - II – III - Categories A- B- C: max. duration 10 min; 

Sections I – II – III - Categories D-E-F: max. duration 15 min; 

Sections I - II – III - Categories G -H: max. duration 20 min;

8. Application forms shall: 

a) be filled on the form enclosed or on a copy of it;

b) contain all the data demanded on the form;

c) be accompanied by:


- birth certificate in unstamped paper or copy of unexpired ID


- photocopy of the money tranfer or copy of the postal money order.

9. Application forms, full and accompanied by the documents as specified in the preceding article, shall be sent by registered letter to: Prof. Lilia Bertola, Via Antonio Rosmini 55 - 28845 Domodossola (VB) not later than 07 November 2008 (09 November 2008 by e-mail).

The calendar of the performances will be available fro the 24 November 2008 c/o the Reception office.

10. Applications sent beyond the deadline may be considerated with the judgement of the Contest's jury.

11. The candidates may enter a higher category of their age and enter more sections of the competition.

12. Juries will be compoused by Conservatory's teachers, orchestra's teachers and very famous concertists. Juries' members will have to abstain in judging the performance of pupils with which they had teaching relationships in the two previous years.

13. Juris may interrupt performances or ask for a repetition if they think is right. The candidate may go on with the performance beyond the maximum limit of time for compositions of unitary character in reasonable excess, except the interruption by the jury.

14. The members of each jury will express treir valuation for each candidate by a vote in hundredsht in secret voting. The score of each candidate will be the result of an average of the votes expressed by the singles members.

15. For the section I Instrumentists, the section II Instrumental groups and the section IV solo with orchestra, a first prize absolute will be given, for each category, to the candidate who will have got the higher score of his category, if higher than 95/100:

Each of these candidates will get a plate and a degree of first prize absolute.

For each category of the sections I , II and IV will be given the following prizes:

- first prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 95/100

- second prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 90/100

- third prize degree to the candidates who get a score not lower than 85/100

Two cups "L'Industria per l'Arte" will be offered by Unione Industriale del VCO.

16. For the section III Piano performance in one category will be given the following prizes in order of score:

First prize – "Forgione Piano Master 2008" and ten concerts prize

Second prize - "Forgione Piano Master 2008" and five concerts prize

Third prize - "Francesco Forgione" degree and one concert prize

Since from the first edition of the competition, public and private corporations have been giving prizes and plates to substain the initiative and to encourage young musicians. It has been a crescendo of collaboration, that enriched more and more our competition. We like to remember some of the most prizes of the previous editions, like the Prizes "Industria per l'Arte" offered by the Unione Industriale of VCO.

Even this year there will be several prizes: the Province of Milan and the Province of VCO have taken part to the initiative too. 

Prize "SCHUMANN"

The best player of a Schumann’s piece will get 3 concerts prize at "Sala Azalea" or “Nuova Sala Tiffany” in Stresa, during the concert season "Dino Ciani 2009". To participate, it’s enough to insert in one’s programme a piece of Schumann or a part of it. 

Prize "ALBENIZ"

The best player of a Albeniz’s piece will get 3 concerts prize at "Palazzo Albrizzi" in Venice and at "Circolo A. Volta" in Milano, during the concert season "Dino Ciani 2009". To participate, it’s enough to insert in one’s programme a piece of Albeniz or a part of it. 

Prize "Dino Ciani in the world"

During the giving-prizes of this contest, the plate "Dino Ciani in the world anno 2008" will be given to the musician who, by his concert activity, has brought the most Dino Ciani's name in the world. 

70 CONCERTS PRIZE

These concerts are offered by "Dino Ciani" Association in Domodossola, Milan, Rome, Stresa, Trieste, Venezia, Verbania, Duino. As the collaboration is still open and prizes are still increasing, we will publish the whole list of benefactors after the competition.

17. We foresee concerts prize for the absolute winners and for five of the candidates who got the best scores after the absolute winners. Conditions of these performances will be arranged directly between musicians and concert associations.

18. The time-table of audiences will be available from 24 November 2008 and priorities will be decided in alphabetical order from a letter drawn the same day. Concertists will have to ask for information to the reception office since that date.

19. Candidates will have to go up for auditions in time with ID. Those who arrive later will be excluded from the competition and might be admitted again, by jury's judgement, only if the late is justified and documented, in any case only if auditions of their section or category are not ended.

20. The total amount of the enrolment fees, deducted the expenses, will have following destinations:  " Casa sollievo della sofferenza " San Giovanni Rotondo - Foggia.

21. The management purpose to cancel the Contest for categories in which the number of candidate were not enough. In tht case, application fees of the cancelled categories would be refunded.

22. All is not decided in this regulation will be decided by the management of the contest.
