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The Musical Association “Dino Ciani” was founded in 1991 as a no-profit association. Its main focus is on organising musical events aimed, in particular, at promoting the professional development and education of young and talented musicians.

In this respect, the Dino Ciani Association promotes and organises international musical competitions (many of whose young winners have then expressed their excellence living brilliant careers) and international master classes, open to all instruments and musical disciplines, which have contributed from time to time members to the “Orchestra of the Courses”.

Concerts and festivals organised by the Dino Ciani Association are performed in several Italian cities and both young talented and famous professional musicians perform on these stages.

Very often, the activities organised by the Dino Ciani Association are linked to pro bono events: in particular, all fees paid by the musicians to attend the competitions are passed through to charitable foundations while many concerts are held in hospitals or sanatoriums (such as the “Music for life” concerts held at Pio Albergo Trivulzio in Milan).
